Jars are NOT opened. The judges follow the National Center for Home Food Preservation guidelines. 

RULES
1. All entries must be prepared within one year from the last Yamboree judging date.
2. Jars must be labeled on the side of the jar using a mailing label listing the product name, date of prep, processing method and cooking/processing time (not the entire prep time). DO NOT include the name of the exhibitor.
3. Products must be in standard canning jars (sizes: quarts, pints, and ½ pints only) with clear glass in good condition.
4. Jars and lids must be clean and free from rust, dust, dents, or other defects like bubbles. 
5. Jam and Jelly products cannot be sealed using paraffin wax. 
6. Canned produce should be free from blemishes, disease, and spoilage. 
7. Liquid should be clear, not cloudy.
8. Any entry not canned in standard canning jars or whose lid is not sealed will be disqualified. 
9. Ball and Kerr products are recommended for competition. 
10. Ask for judging criteria prior to the event at Julie.york@ag.tamu.edu
